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The Digitized Contents Transmission Service for Libraries

The Digitized Contents Transmission Service for Libraries is provided by the National Diet Library, Japan
(NDL) as a means of making digitized versions of out-of-print or otherwise difficult-to-obtain materials
available at public or university libraries that subscribe to the service.

Characteristics of the Service are as follows:

- Library patrons are able to search for and browse more than 2 million digitized materials in the NDL Digital
Collections, including those that are not otherwise available via the Internet.

- Available materials include many that are not available via the Interlibrary Loan Service
(Japanese magazines, old Japanese books, etc.).

- Materials are available at any time without waiting for delivery or having to return by a certain date.

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Out-of-print or otherwise difficult-to-obtain materials
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Materials available via this service are selected based on criteria that targets those
difficult for libraries to purchase because they are not in circulation (not available

from publishers, bookstores, etc.) or not commercially available in electronic form.

The law does require that copyright holders be remunerated for the use of their materials.

While the Copyright Act allows only the NDL to provide Digitized Contents Transmission
Services, other libraries in Japan may provide this service.

The basic process is the same as that for the current Remote Photoduplication Service, which
delivers printed copies by courier. The only difference is that instead of printed copies, that
patron receives digital data in PDF format. Therefore, the Service is called Remote
Photoduplication Service (PDF Download).
